URGENT UPDATE FROM THE  
DIOCESE OF BROOKLYN  

 

Given the continuing and growing concern about 
the spread of the COVID-19 virus, Bishop           
DiMarzio has determined that all public masses be 
cancelled in the Diocese of Brooklyn, until further 
notice.  This includes weekday masses as well as 
Sunday.  Funerals and Weddings will be permitted 
but should be limited to family members only.  Par-
ish baptism celebrations should be limited to family 
only, if they cannot be postponed.  Confirmations 
should be celebrated with the Rite of Confirmation 
without Mass,  if need be, and in consultation with 
the Bishop scheduled to celebrate the Confirmation.  
The faithful of the diocese are reminded that the 
Bishop has issued a dispensation from the obliga-
tion to attend Mass on Sunday.  The obligation to 
keep the Lord’s Day holy can be fulfilled by main-
taining a prayerful attitude and through personal and 
family prayer. 
The faithful are urged to watch the celebration of 
the Eucharist on TV, as well. 
 

The celebrations are scheduled as follows: 
Saturday at 6 pm: Vigil pre-recorded from Immacu-
late Conception in Jamaica (English) 
Sunday at 11 am: Live from St. James Cathedral in 
Downtown Brooklyn (English) 
Sunday at 1:30 pm: Pre-recorded from Co-
Cathedral of St. Joseph in Prospect Heights 
(Spanish) 
 
NET-TV can be seen in the New York City area on 
Spectrum (Channel 97), Optimum (Channel 30) and 
FIOS (Channel 48). Viewers can also tune in online 
at www.netny.tv 
 
In light of the continuing crisis, the situation is be-
ing monitored carefully and updates will follow.  
Let us continue to pray, especially through the inter-
cession of Our Lady of Guadalupe, for those who 
are sick, for medical personnel and for all people as 
we confront this challenge.

  A BROOKLYN SAINT? 
On December 3, 2017 Bishop Nicholas DiMarzio offi-
cially began the cause for the Beatification  and Can-
onization of the Servant of God, Bishop Francis Xavi-
er Ford, M.M. Born in Brooklyn on January 11, 1892, 
Francis Ford was the first seminarian of Maryknoll, 
the Catholic Foreign Mission Society of America.  
Ordained a priest on December 5, 1917, and conse-
crated bishop on December 5, 1935, Bishop Ford 
served in China as a missionary.  He died in prison in 
Communist China on February 21, 1952, and was bur-
ied there.   
Our pastor, Msgr. Ferrari, was a member of the 
Maryknoll Missioners for five years, from 1974-1979.  
He is now on the diocesan Committee for the Canoni-
zation Cause for Bishop Ford.  
The Bishop Francis Xavier Ford, M.M. Guild has been 
set up to support this cause.
