GOSPEL MEDITATION - ENCOURAGE
DEEPER UNDERSTANDING OF SCRIPTURE

August 31, 2025
22nd Sunday in Ordinary Time

Luke 14:1, 7-14

Once I was invited to a group meeting with Pope
Francis. Entering the room, I paused, eyeing the seats
next to the Pope’s fancy chair. Someone saw my pa-
ralysis and invited me to sit in the seat farthest from
what I wanted. Hiding my disappointment, I sat. We
waited. To our surprise, an aid pointed out that those
seats were still empty and invited me and another to
have them. We calmly but gleefully strode across the
room and sat. Pope Francis entered, and we enjoyed
two hours of amazingly uplifting conversation.

Jesus says this week to us: “When you are invited, go
and take the lowest place so that when the host comes
to you he may say, ‘My friend, move up to a higher
position.” Then you will enjoy the esteem of your
companions at the table” (Luke 14:10). This is not
about how to score free seat upgrades. Rather, it is a
wise pattern for the whole of life. It is how to live free
from the anxiety of constantly grasping for status and
recognition.

Jesus perfectly embodies his seat-taking advice. He
eschews his glorious throne for the lowest: death on a
cross, that lonely chair we all deserve. In his resurrec-
tion, he calls us up higher to his marvelous banquet
seats. This week, perhaps we should look for opportu-
nities to choose the lowest seat. We’ll be pleasantly
surprised when we do.

MEDITACION DEL EVANGELIO — ALENTAR
UN ENTENDIMIENTO MAS PROFUNDO DE
LA ESCRITURA (Gospel Meditations)

31 de agosto de 2025
XXII Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario

El Reino de Dios se construye en la vida de cada dia,
donde cada uno de nosotros somos los protagonistas.
Se debe trabajar duro y se exige perfeccion; sin em-
bargo, al mismo tiempo se nos pide no aparentar, no
presumir, sino, por el contrario, ser humildes y servir
al que lo necesite. Porque tu Reino, Sefior, se constru-
ye con dedicacion, esfuerzo y amor. No se trata de
prestigio ni de comodidad. “No debemos buscar por
nuestra propia iniciativa la atencién y consideracion
de los demas, sino mas bien dejar que otros nos la
presten. Jesus siempre nos muestra el camino de la
humildad. jDebemos aprender el camino de la humil-
dad! Porque es el mas auténtico, lo que también nos
permite tener relaciones auténticas” (Papa Francisco).

Los primeros asientos en las fiestas deben tomarse
con humildad, no con protagonismo. Jesus, este do-
mingo, nos da una lecciéon de lo que es la humildad
en los banquetes o fiestas a las que somos invitados.
“Cuando alguien te invite a un banquete de bodas, no
escojas el mejor lugar. Puede ocurrir que haya sido
invitado otro mas importante que td, y el que los invi-
to a los dos venga y te diga: ‘Deja tu lugar a esta per-
sona’ Y, con gran vergiienza, tendras que ir a ocupar
el ultimo lugar” (Lucas 14:8-9). Todos los servidores
del Sefior debemos ocupar su lugar en el servicio que
realizamos, ya sea en la familia, en el trabajo o en la
comunidad. Servir implica siempre ocupar el ultimo
