Increased Donations 
 

If you own a home or pay rent, you realize that 
inflation is a part of your life. If you have chil-
dren, you also notice that the price of food, cloth-
ing, and other accessories increases from time to 
time. I hope you understand that the same is true 
of your parish. For example, all our employees 
receive a 3% salary increase in the month of Sep-
tember. At a minimum, our employees receive 
$16.50, which will increase to $17 in the new 
year. This does not include the health benefits. A 
simple list of our ongoing expenses includes: 
heating, electricity, housekeeping, bread, wine, 
candles, brochures and all other necessities for 
liturgies, ongoing maintenance of our heating and 
air conditioning systems, and ongoing landscap-
ing care of the church grounds. This is just one 
example of what our parish spends at any given 
time. Now, for those of you who are generous 
(donating $5 a week), we thank you. But for 
those who continue to give only ($1 or $2 per 
week or, worse, give nothing), I plead with you to 
consider doing your fair share for the continued 
life of the parish we all love. Many of you come 
from countries like Ecuador and Colombia, which 
are Catholic nations where the church receives 
government subsidies. This is not the case in the 
United States. We live or die as religious institu-
tions because of the support we have from the 
congregation. I thank you for listening and hope-
fully responding to parishioners' need for a small 
increase in your weekly offering.

$16.50, que aumentará a $17 en el nuevo año. Es-
to sin incluir los beneficios de salud. Una lista 
simple de nuestros gastos continuos incluye: cale-
facción, electricidad, servicios de limpieza, pan, 
vino, velas, folletos y todas las demás necesida-
des para las liturgias, mantenimiento continuo de 
nuestros sistemas de calefacción y aire acondicio-
nado, y cuidado continuo del paisajismo del te-
rreno de la iglesia. Este es solo un ejemplo de lo 
que nuestra parroquia gasta en cualquier momen-
to. Ahora, para aquellos de ustedes que son gene-
rosos (que donan $5 a la semana), les damos las 
gracias. Pero para aquellos que continúan dando 
solo ($1 o $2 por semana o, peor aún, no dan na-
da), les suplico que considera hacer tu parte justa 
por la vida continua de la parroquia que todos 
amamos. Muchos de ustedes vienen de países co-
mo Ecuador y Colombia, que son naciones católi-
cas donde la iglesia recibe subsidios del gobierno. 
Esto no es el caso en los Estados Unidos. Vivi-
mos o morimos como instituciones religiosas por 
el apoyo que tenemos de la congregación. Les 
agradezco por escuchar y, con suerte, respondan a 
la necesidad de los feligreses sobre un pequeño 
aumento en su ofrenda semanal.
